RUSSIAN SCHOOLS

In late November, the government of the Russian Federation
announced the result of a public bidding concerning an open
source software package to be deployed in 50 percent of all urban
and 20 percent of all rural schools in three pilot regions. The package
will appear in the republic of Tartarstan, the region of Perm, and the
province of Tomsk. The contract went to RBK Center, a daughter
company of the Armada group. The contract specifies installation,
training, and documentation within 2008.

If this pilot project proves successful, open source software will
be used in all Russian schools by 2009.
