Some of the learnings of FUDCon-
Delhi2006 included the need to build
up means of distributing Fedora in
areas where bandwidth is a showstop-
per. Additionally some interesting fea-
ture requests for the live CD and a sin-
gle CD Fedora came up which will soon
find their way into the Fedora wiki.

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ANDALUSIA DROPS
DEBIAN, EMBRACES
UBUNTU

Guadalinex, the official Linux distribu-
tion of the government of Andalusia, a
region in the south of Spain, has
changed its base from Debian Sarge to
Ubuntu. The new version 3.0, which
was released in February, is the first
result of an agreement the Andalusian
government signed with Canonical, the
company behind Ubuntu.

Guadalinex v3 is freely available as a
live CD, and as an installation CD, al-
though it is possible to install from the
live CD.

The new release comes with improved
hot plug support, kernel 2.6.12, GNOME
2.12 as the official desktop, and configu-
ration wizards for Internet access, WiFi,
modem and ADSL, as well as for the in-
stallation of additional software. The dis-
tribution now includes readers for RSS
and podcasts as well as a Sudoku pro-
gram. The improved installer features a
wizard for automatic installation, which
dedicates a separate hard disk partition
to the /home directory.
