•  PCLinuxOS “MiniME” 2008 – an 
ultralight version of PCLinuxOS 
designed for maximum customization.

•  PCLinuxOS Gnome 2.12.2 – a special 
version that replaces the default KDE 
desktop with Gnome 2.21.

•  Sam Linux 2007 – a PCLinuxOS 
variant with the Xfce 4.4 desktop and 
a number of important extras, 
including Wine, Java, Beryl/XGL, and 
support for more than 20 languages.
